CP Economics Research Assignment
All students participating in the College Prep Economics curriculum/course will be assigned a research paper per the curriculum requirements.  This year, the assignment will be one that is practical and personal to you, as you will be looking into your future career.

Topic
Hopefully at this point in your senior year, you have considered what you would like to do once you leave Shaler Area High School.  We are aware that you have been asked to do some career exploration in freshman seminar and perhaps in other classes as well.  This assignment will require you to look at your future career from an economic perspective as well as ask that you specifically outline the steps you will need to take from high school graduation to the start of your career.  

The paper must be no less than 2 pages in length, typed, and contain a sources cited page.

In your paper, please address the following:

· Job description

· Tell us about the career that you are planning on pursuing.  Be as specific as you can!
· Why do you want to do this job?  

· What is the starting salary for most people entering this position?  What is the salary potential in the future?

· Economic Outlook

· Are you confident that there will be demand for this position in the future?

· Steps You Need to Take

· You will be constructing a flow chart that outlines all of the steps you need to take in order to land your first position.  In the paper, please discuss:
· Educational requirements (associates degree, undergraduate degree, Masters degree, etc…)

· Internships, apprenticeships, etc.

· Licenses or clearances you may need to obtain

· Professional organizations you may need to join

In addition to the paper, students will be required to create a flowchart (using MSWord) or Powerpoint that shows the steps necessary to achieve their career goals.  (a sample is attached)
On the due date (4/15/13) students will share their flowchart/Powerpoint with the class as part of a short presentation.
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
